1Y picks out part of a group —"some (of them).” It shines in pairs or sets, contrasting
one slice of a group against another: ”"some are ---, some are ---.” It can sit before the
noun or right after the subject, and the noun is often dropped once context is clear.

”’some ---(others) ---”

Structure: A1) + (Subject) + Predicate , A + (Subject) + Predicate
