BrE (#) + Aif—"all (the)”

BTA before a noun means all of, every single” —the whole set, usually a sizable one. It
pairs with #[ in the predicate, the B is usually present, and —crucially —you negate it

with &, not 4.

Structure: g + (1)) + Noun + Hf---

sits flips the meaning.

Z— at the end of a noun phrase means “one of the ---” —a single member of a named
group. It very often follows a H ("most”) phrase. The Z is archaic ("of”), but the
phrase is everyday, even in speech.

Structure: Subject + s& + [Noun Phrase] + Z—

She is one of my best friends.

Remember: Z— = ”one OF (them),” bolted onto the END (fiFHIAZ—).

Z is old-style "of,” so read it as ”[group] —of which, one.” Note the plural noun: ”one

of my best friends.”

o It tacks onto the tail of the phrase, never the front: ---¥{HizZ— , not 22— ¥KT7.

B4 + Number + MW + Noun —”the other(s),
another”

5 4p (or ) singles out the remaining or a different member —”(the) other, another.”

There’s no [f) after it, and it’s often followed by —4~. Use bare 3 for a singular (¥ —
A~
).

Structure: 54 + Number + Measure Word + Noun - % + — + MW + Noun

Remember: H4t / 55 = "the OTHER one” —and NO K (55 4h—4> , not % 4h
fj—). For a singular, just 7: 75—, 5 —Fh. Pairs beautifully with —4~--- 75—+~
-+ ("one---the other---").

Watch out

o Don’t add #J: 77—~ N , 737 I N means something looser ("other people”).
