Remember: E/R = “how about / or else-” —a gentle plan-B that asks for agree-
ment, softer than a flat Ff]-- M. Read it as ”if not (this), then---”. Don’t confuse it
with ZRZ (7if it weren’t for”) or AR ("otherwise”).

Watch out

o The I is what makes it a suggestion rather than a demand —keep it.
