PAL / PAF / PAWN / PASb—upper and lower limits

These "nouns of locality” set limits on a number, level, or rank. PA_LE. = ”and above,”
PATF = 7and below,” A = "within,” PAZp = "beyond.” They come after the amount,
and are generally non-inclusive (1% PA'F = under ten).

Structure: Amount / Level + DAL / PAN / PAWN / DA%

Only those eighteen and over may enter.

Remember: the limit word comes AFTER the amount (X% PAF, not DA~
%), and it’s generally non-inclusive (1% PA'F = under ten). Picture a number line:
PA_E. points up, PA'F down, PAPY stays inside, PAZ} goes past.

Watch out

o DAY = within a range; PA# = beyond / except —don’t mix the inside/outside pair.
