M says something is practically unavoidable —”hard to avoid, inevitably, bound to
(happen).” The outcome is usually negative-but-natural, and it often takes 2.

Watch out

o It’s for the naturally inevitable, with an understanding tone —not a flat "must”.

3% before a (usually two-syllable) verb forms a passive —"be --ed, receive, suffer” (a
role like #%). It’s common in formal phrasing and set words.

("be welcomed / popular”), &ZZ| 5 ("be affected”), 245 ("get hurt”), ZZ AT ("can’t
stand it”).

Watch out

o It mostly lives in fixed two-syllable combos —learn them as units rather than building
% freely.
