It’s a
touch more literary than 455, marking something that stands out from the norm.

Structure: #$4p + Adjective / Verb

wai|exceptionally / #ff |xin xian|fresh / . }

The air after rain is exceptionally fresh.

{zh: I3 |jian dao|seeing / ZHH /K |ldo péng youlher old friend / , il |ta|she / #&4} |gé
wai|especially / 2% |gao xing|happy / . }

Seeing her old friend, she was especially happy.

Remember: ##p = “outside the usual grid” (# = a frame/square) — “exception-
ally, beyond the norm.” It’s the more literary, stands-out cousin of 4535
